Application Questions 
These questions are provided for your further study and application of today’s sermon. Thoughtfully writing out the answers to 
these questions will help to drive home the point of today’s study. It is also helpful when you are able to discuss your answers 
with others.  

 
1. Read Genesis 1:27-28.  What are some of the blessings and advantages your parents, spouse, or children 

have provided to your Christian life and spiritual growth? 

2. Read Matthew 10:37.  In our last study we sought to understand what it means to “enjoy” the good things God 
has provides without allowing them to become our idols (cf. 1Tim.6:17-19). What makes this so much more 
difficult when the good “things” are people – specifically, the members of our family? 

3. Read Exodus 20:3.  Describe a situation when the interests of a family member 
came in conflict with God’s biblical commands regarding your Christian life?  How 
did you manage that conflict? 

4. Read Mark 3:20-21.  What are the kinds of loyalties and commitments to God and 
his work that can prompt your family members to think that your Christian life is 
“over the top”? 

5. Read Luke 10:38-42.  What advice would you give someone who is trying to find 
that godly balance between his or her biblical domestic obligations to family, while 
spiritually keeping first things first?
