3. Read Luke 1:31-33.  Why do passages like this necessitate a second arrival of 
Christ and how should that affect your daily thoughts and prayers? 

4. Read Acts 1:6-8.  What is the logical relationship between the postponement of 
Christ’s earthly kingdom and our task of evangelism? 

5. Read Philippians 3:20 – 4:1.  What adjustments to your present attitude should 
be made in light of our guaranteed future as Christians?
