-- (1) The Cow; (16) The Bees; (18) The Cave

e Perfect Replica of the One in Heaven

 To be Treated with Highest Respect

e Last Revelation (cp. Abrogation)

 Final Word to Correct Corruption of OT/NT
* Only one Official Koran (in Arabic)

* No Textual Variants

* No differing Translations (in Arabic)



Koran’s History

e Muhammad did not Write the Koran

e Claimed Revelation via Gabriel

e He Dictated “Revelations” to His Followers
e Some Transcribed & Others Memorized

e A year after Death (633) Started Collecting
 Two Leaders Later Many Different Versions
* An Editor was Appointed

e Definitive Edition Produced Others Burned

Is Forgiveness, and a magnificent Reward.”

(23:102-103) “Then those whose balance (of good deeds)
Is heavy—they will attain salvation: But those whose

balance is light, will be those who have lost their souls, in
Hell will they abide.”

e Paradise: Eternal Sensual Pleasures
 Martyrs Guaranteed Paradise



Sharing the Gospel with Muslims

* Distinguish Earnest & Casual Muslims
e Display “Gentleness & Respect” (1Pt.3:15)
* Pray to have a Concerned Heart (Rom.10:1-4)
 Think Supra-Cultural

-- Not about Cultures (theirs or ours!)
 Consider Being without a Gospel of Grace

-- Imagine “hoping to make it” (no assurance)
* Invest Efforts Wisely (Ac.13:46-47)



Sharing the Gospel with Muslims

e Speak to the Heart:

-- Emphasize God’s Perfect Holiness

-- Focus on God’s Exacting Justice

-- Show Need for Substitution Atonement
e Speak to the Mind

-- Integrity of the Bible (Bibliology)

-- Truth About Jesus Christ

-- Contrition is Not Payment Enough

-- Have them Read the Bible



Two Major Sects of Islam

* The Sunnis (90%)
-- Muhammad had no succession plan
-- Sunnis Elected a successor
-- “Sunnah” = “traditional path”
-- Ok with Islam within Earthly Governments
* The Shiites (10%)
-- Wanted a blood relative to succeed Muhammad
-- More Zealous, Literalistic, & Militant
-- Want a Theocracy



Islam, Not “The Nation of Islam”

e 50,000 to 100,000 Adherents
A Black Supremacist Sect
-- “All Black Muslims are Allah”
-- “Perfectly Incarnate in Their First Leader”
 Began in Detroit in 1930
 Grew by the Teaching of Malcolm X
e Lead by Louis Farrakhan
 Conspiratorial
 Rejected by All Serious Muslims
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
