2. Read John 6:37-40.  How would it impact your daily decisions about the investment of the remainder of your life 
if you took these words to heart and brought them to mind every morning? 

3. Read Revelation 5:8-10 and 1 Corinthians 6:20.  Why do you think today’s 
Christians tend to downplay the doctrine of redemption and Christ’s ownership of 
their lives?  What is the negative impact of neglecting this truth? 

4. Read John 12:25-26 and Matthew 16:26.  What are some of the “respectable” 
enticements of the world that keep people like you from following Christ? 

5. Read Revelation 21:22-26.  While obviously difficult to fully imagine, what are 
some of the great things you anticipate will come when God fully engages with his 
redeemed people in the perfect place described in this passage?
