Application Questions
These questions are provided for your further study and application of today’s sermon. Thoughtfully writing out the answers to 
these questions will help to drive home the point of today’s study. It is also helpful when you are able to discuss your answers 
with others. 

1. Read Philippians 4:18 and 1 Thessalonians 4:1.  Paul speaks of “pleasing God” and “more and more.” How
does the thought of God’s fatherly pleasure in your spiritual progress both encourage and propel you forward?

2. Read Titus 3:8 and Matthew 10:42.  How does it affect your willingness to give when you remember that God
carefully notices and eternally values even the smallest acts done in his name?

3. Read Psalm 112.  What promises in this psalm strengthen your resolve to fear the Lord and give freely, and how
can you align your life more closely with the pattern of righteousness described here?

4. Read Hebrews 13:5.  Why is contentment essential for generosity, and what happens to cheerful giving when
your satisfaction shifts from God to your income and your possessions?

5. Read 2 Corinthians 9:7 and 1 Chronicles 29:17.  What practical steps can you take to prepare your heart before
you give, and how can you intentionally adjust your attitude so your generosity is willing and joyful?
